
San Diego Table Tennis Team League (SDTTTL) 

Ratings 

1) 4 player team league  

2) With at least 5 players on roster  

3) 7,500 team rating limit (Subject to change based on entries)  

4) Team league matches count towards club rating  

5) Rating can be adjusted if someone is over or under rated (case to case basis) 

Scheduling 

1) Start date is the weekend of February 16th  

2) End date will be the weekend of May 11th (1 week prior to San Diego Open)  

3) Each league match will take place on the weekend (Saturday or Sunday depending on what works 

best for teams) 

4) SDTTA opens at 9am and Matches start at 10am 

5) Matches can take up to 3 hours  

6) 10am match 1, 1 pm match 2, (Saturday or Sunday) 

7) All match days and times will be decided by the teams prior to the season and amount of matches 

for the season will be determined by the amount of teams  

Entry Fee, Prize money, paid players 

1) 20$ entry fee per player 

2) Only accepting full team payments 100$-120$ per team (depending on amount of players) 

3) Accepting payments once team is formed and approved by team league directors  

4) 300$ Prize for 1st place team, 200$ Prize for 2nd place team and 100$ Prize for 3rd place team  

5) Entry Fee for players will cover Prize Money and the top players will get paid for participating  

6) There will be a tournament for all of the players interested in the team league and the top players 

receive at least 200$ prior to the season with a contract 

7) Amount of Prize money, and amount to be paid to top players is subject to increase  

Environment, sponsors, referees 

1) Welcome to invite anyone willing to watch some of the top compete  

2) Referees will be at each team league match  

3) Referees shall not be able to play in team league in which they are umpiring  

Goals for team league 

1) Create an inclusive team league for all skill levels  

2) Expand San Diego Table Tennis Team League (SDTTTL) to intercity teams (Southern California, and 

Mexico) 

3) Cultivate a fair playing environment
